The geophysical signatures over an early Spanish Mineral Processing Facility

The Southern Arizona site is comprised of several smelting furnaces and an intact Arrastra (grinding circuit). The ore processed on-site consisted of copper and some precious metals from different mining locations. The furnace technologies consist of furnaces less than a meter high and a half meter in diameter. 

Multiple types of data sets, including photos, magnetics, and EM, were collected over the site and will be compared and discussed during the presentation.
